Last meeting, Sheila Webster and I brought in two crates of my friend’s quilting fabric. Let me
tell you about my friend Karen. We met over 35 years ago when we both worked at the Bank of
Montreal. It was like | met my soul sister — we crafted together in our spare time. About twenty
years ago, we started quilting — remember the Debbie Mumm faze — well we did all things
Debbie Mumm (I think I still have a few books). We started going to quilt shows (buying fabric),
sewing retreats (buying fabric), and sewing week-ends at our cabin on Bowen Island. We
dreamed of renting a trailer and visiting quilt stores in eastern Canada and the USA and if we
won the lottery, we would open a fabric store but not to work in but to buy fabric!

Her retirement dream was to sew all day long with a few breaks to walk her dog. Just before she
retired, her son got married — now her dream switched to sewing for the long-awaited
grandchild!

About four years ago (at the Lions Gate Quilt Show), she complained about having the flu. After
the symptoms lasted a month, I nagged until she went to her doctor. After a series of tests, it was
determined that she had an inoperable brain tumor although the diagnosis was that it would not
interfere with her daily routine.
